Almost 50,000 people have already been affected, and ten people have
lost their lives. *

® CARE helped protect households from the worst weather with 14,000 tie-down kits. Already 1,622 homes have
received shelter repair kits in response to damage sustained.

® Alongside shelter and site management, CARE 1s working hard to ensure ongoing delivery of quality water,
sanitation and hygiene, sexual and reproductive health, and protection services throughout the monsoon.
